Newly arranged and interpreted, familiar
standards like Lil Armstrong’s “Struttin’ with some barbecue” or Billie Holiday’s “God bless the
child” resound as fresh and fascinating as more recent pieces like “Blues for Herb” by guitarist
Emily Remler or “Blue Nile” by Alice Coltrane. The band’s creative and timeless style not only
captivates the audience — their new program also opens eyes, ears and the heart for the music

of women in jazz which so far has either remained largely unheard or underestimated.
